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The Care of Honduran Curly Hair Tarantulas

Honduran Curly Hair Tarantulas are a terrestrial species native to the rain forests of Costa Rica and Honduras. They are one of the most commonly kept species due to their docile nature.

Vivariums can be provided by a plastic or glass unit with floor space being more important than height. Ensure they are escape proof. Heating should be provided in the form of a heat mat. This should be placed under 50% of the enclosure, ensuring there is a warm end and a cool end. Leave the heat mat switched on 24 hours per day.

Substrates within the vivarium should be Forest Bed or Spider Life, or perhaps a mix of both. This should be kept slightly damp and be deep enough for your spider to burrow. Spray the enclosure daily to maintain humidity levels. Provide hides and a water bowl. The hide can be in the form of cork bark or a plant pot placed on its side. The best choice for drinking water is Bug Gel. This is a jelly which allows the tarantulas to drink without drowning. It also provides a source of calcium.

No Lighting is required.

Spot clean and attend to the tarantula on a daily basis without creating lots of disturbance. A full sterilise, strip down and change of substrates should be done every three to four months. Too much disturbance is bad for the spider. Always use a good quality reptile disinfectant. Household cleaners should not be used.

Food is best provided by commercially available live insects such as silent/black crickets, wax worms, locusts and meal worms. Ensure all live food is ‘gut loaded’ with a good quality insect food such as Bug Grub and provided with Bug Gel. This not only keeps the live food alive longer, therefore saving you money, but also ensures the vitamins required by the tarantula are already inside the live food. No more than one food item should be offered at a time.

Tarantulas from time to time will shed their skin, this comes off in one piece. You may find your spider motionless and upside down. This is a critical time in the skin shedding process and they must not be disturbed or touched. Usually they remain in this position for hours and sometimes even days. Remember, if they are to have problems, there is very little you can do to help, it’s best to leave them to their own devices. All live food should be removed during this process.

Handling should be kept to a minimum. This keeps stress levels down but is also a better option for the keeper as tarantulas can bite. If you are bitten, this has been likened to a bee sting. A small percentage of people are allergic to bee stings, so care must be taken. Also be aware of their ability to flick irritating hairs from their abdomen with their legs. The hairs will irritate the skin and can be dangerous in the eyes.

Before purchasing your tarantula, it is vitally important you have considered the following points:

· Tarantulas have a lifespan of around 12 years ( the male lifespan is significantly shorter)

· It is unfair not to appreciate other family members fears. Do not purchase if everybody in the household is not in agreement

· They are escape artists - there are no easy solutions to finding an escaped spider - don’t lose them in the first place

· All spiders can bite. This will be at least comparable to a bee sting, at worst could cause a significant health risk.

· You will need to keep crickets. These often escape and end up roaming the house

· Honduran Curly Hairs reach an adult size of 5 ½ Inches.
